2020 at the Federal University of Jatai, in the state of Goias. We are researchers from all over
Brazil who are interested in contributing to the studies of James’s fiction and non-fiction, such
as his short stories, novellas, novels, plays, letters, travel reports, autobiographies, prefaces,
and literary criticism. The creation context of such works is varied and transitional: between
the American and European continents, between the 19th and early 20th century, and in the
midst of literary movements such as Realism, Symbolism, and Modernism. Thus, we intend to
examine James’s works considering these cultural, historical, and artistic dimensions through
diverse critical, theoretical, and methodological approaches.

I International Conference on Henry James Studies

On September 28, 29 and 30, 2021, the / International Conference on Henry James
Studies took place in Brazil. This online event was broadcast live on our YouTube channel,
giving a total of about 20 hours.

The conference promoted the participation of speakers linked to the Center as well as
guest researchers. Professor Greg W. Zacharias, PhD, opened the event with the keynote
speech titled “Henry James and History.” It was followed by a panel on The Portrait of a
Lady, whose contributors were Professor Rosalia Angelita Neumann Garcia, PhD;
Maxmiliano Martins Pinheiro, MA; and Larissa Garay Neves, PhD candidate. A discussion on
the short Jamesian narrative ended the first day with the contribution of Professor Marisa
Martins Gama-Khalil, PhD.

The second day began with a panel on Daisy Miller, whose speakers were Professor
Linda Catarina Gualda, PhD, and Professor Monica Zardo, PhD. Afterwards, there was a
panel on the modernist aspects of James’s works, and the members were Professor Luiza
Larangeira da Silva Mello, PhD; Professor Marcelo Pen Parreira, PhD; and Professor Natasha
Vicente da Silveira Costa, PhD. We also had a panel in which graduate students discussed
their completed or ongoing studies on James’s legacy.

The third and final day of the event featured a panel on The Turn of the Screw based on
the contributions of Professor Diana Costa Fortier Silva, PhD; Professor Luciana Colucci,
PhD; and Professor Monica de Freitas, MA. After another student panel, the conference ended
with the book launch of Depois da queda: a cultura norte-americana na obra de Henry
James [After the Fall: North-American Culture in the Work of Henry James], published in
2021 by Professor Luiza Larangeira da Silva Mello.
